Only species listed in the California Fishing Passport as defined above and caught in California
during 2006 or afterwards qualify for Shellfish awards.

How to apply for recognition:

1. Get your Passport book stamped at one of our offices or an independent stamping agent.
Each qualifying species must be fully documented and stamped in your California Fishing
Passport. If you have trouble finding an agent, call us at (916) 322-8911.

2. Make clear photocopies of your passport showing all the stamps earned towards your
current level of achievement

3. Complete and sign a California Fishing Passport Angler Award application.
