Lifeform: Perennial herb (CNPS, 2010).

Blooming period:  March- October (CNPS, 2010).
Habitat:  
· Alkaline or clay; Coastal bluff scrub; coastal dunes, valley and foothill grassland
· In California: Anacapa Island, San Clemente Island, Santa Catalina Island, Santa Cruz Island, San Miquel Island, Santa Rosa Island, Los Angeles, Orange, Riverside, Santa Barbara, San Bernardino, and San Diego Counties. Also occurs in Baja California, Mexico (CNDDB, 2011).
Section B

Sea Level rise: Yes, coastal and island species (Environmental Studies Laboratory, 2006).
Natural barriers: 
- Yes, moderate to low, inland species in San Diego County are becoming very rare, and the rest of species are limited to the islands mentioned above 
Anthropogenic barriers: 
- Yes, the largest part of the species range is within and surrounded by large urban areas and developed lands  
Land use changes: 
-Increased urban development

Dispersal: 
- No mention in any literature that the species has limited dispersal or any mention of the species exact dispersal patterns. Very little is known about the species dispersal (Royal Botanic Gardens Kew, 2008).
