Atriplex depressa
Lifeform: Annual herb (CNPS, 2010).
Blooming period: April-October (CNPS, 2010).
Habitat: Alkaline, Clay; Chenopod scrub, meadows and seeps, playas, valley and foothill grasslands, vernal pools (CNPS, 2010).
Section B

Sea Level rise: Inland valleys, no threat from sea level rise
Natural barriers:
-  Occurs in many lowland areas of the great valley and off the coastal mountains, so mountains and high elevation barriers do exist 
Anthropogenic barriers: 
· The principal threat to brittlescale has been the historic conversion of much of the alkali grassland to agriculture. Present threats include flooding of alkali grassland to create waterfowl habitat, grazing (CNPS, 2010). 
· Species occurs in much of the valley areas surrounded by lands converted to agricultural uses and is also spread out near many high density urban 
Land use changes: 
· One specific occurrence is directly in a competitive resource energy zone (specifically wind energy development), and 6 other occurrences are within 2, 4 and 10 miles of a critical resource energy zone.  
· Grazing and development appear to be the major threats. Other threats include changes on natural hydrology due to trampling, habitat management for duck hunting, surrounding intensive agriculture, and possible invasion by Lepidium latifolium or Salsola. The site with the largest number of plants is one of the last few alkali scalds in the area, all of which are under high development pressure (CNDDB, 2011). In addition, some occurrences are threatened by sand mining, and plants in water conveyance corridor (CNDDB, 2011). 
Section C
Dispersal: 
- Very little is known about the biology and germination patterns of the species; however, some annual Atriplex are known to produce long-lived seed banks that germinate in response to soil disturbances (EDAW, 2004). 
Disturbance: No significant literature found to rank species other than neutral

Physical Habitat: The habitat is restricted to alkali soils, and clay substrates (CNDDB, 2011). 

Phenology: 4 months bloom period, Neutral (CNPS, 2010). 
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
