- Surrounded by some agricultural lands, but nothing blocking its path if it needs to shift range  
Land use changes: 
- Yes, renewable energy production sites directly within species’ range

Dispersal: 
- No Method. Short dispersal distances (Royal Botanic Gardens Kew, 2008).
Physio thermal niche: 
- No significant literature found to rank species other than neutral

Physio Hydro niche: 
- Yes, dependent on water source nearby and restricted to areas within the reach of a water source
Disturbance: 
- Yes, it is dependent on flooding patterns and regimes to flow to temporary water sources and vernal pool type locations. 
Interspecific Interactions: 
- No significant literature found to rank species other than neutral

Habitat Restrictions: 
- Yes, it is somewhat restricted to areas with a water source
