Dispersal: 
- The reproductive biology and demography of this species are unknown, but seed dispersal is from March-November (CNDDB,2011). In addition to wind, periodic flooding can move seeds (NatureServe, 2010).

Hydro niche: 
- Mount Hamilton thistle occurs on serpentine soils in seeps and springs and along intermittent and perennial streams, and one major threat is the alteration of hydrologic regimes. Found within watersheds, and within 25 feet of riverine habitat (CNDDB, 2011).
