Dispersal:  No method; dispersal from parent plant, rhizomes 
Physio niche: No significant literature found to rank species other than neutral

Hydro niche: 
- Yes, needs some sort of water source near by and susceptible to increased drying; restricted to areas with stream banks and seeps (CNPS, 2011). Also tends to grow in association with wetlands too (NatureServe, 2010). 
Disturbance: not affected by moderate disturbance, and does not have issues colonizing more than one successional stage (Dyrness, 1973). 
Interspecific interactions: No significant literature found to rank species other than neutral

Habitat Restrictions: NONE, relatively common in OR and somewhat in WA too.
