- Yes, require a water source near by for most of life cycle. The species occurs in an area that receives a high amount of annual precipitation, averaging 150 in. (381 cm), with 30 in. (76 cm) of that occurring as snowfall. The high annual rainfall and associated overland runoff typical of this species’ habitat probably aid in seed dispersal.
